Points: Each speaker must be awarded 1-30 speaker points (1 worst, 30 best). In most cases you should use 25 as the LEAST amount of points given and 30 as the most. Most speakers fall into a point range of 26-28. 





Cross examination: Cross examination allows only one person from each team to speak, unless both teams agree to what is known as “open” cross-examination. 





Post-Round Comments: Please get the ballot turned in before any post round comments. Comments and advice after the round are welcomed, but not required. DISCLOSURE OF THE WINNER IS NOT ALLOWED.
